Interdisciplinary Conference on Clinical Supervision

This second annual interdisciplinary conference devoted to clinical supervision theory, practice and research is supported by the National Institute of Drug Abuse (National Institutes of Health) and The Clinical Supervisor journal published by Haworth Press. The conference is co-sponsored by the UB Schools of Social Work, Education and Nursing, UB Counseling Services, the UB Department of Counseling, School and Educational Psychology, the Research Institute on Addictions, The American Board of Examiners for Clinical Social Work, and the University at Buffalo Family Medicine, Psychiatry and Social and Preventive Medicine Department. 
Both the conference and the Clinical Supervisor journal focus on core issues in clinical supervision that cut across professional disciplines as well as issues specific to particular fields. The conference provides an opportunity for psychologists (school, counseling, clinical), social workers, nurses, marriage and family therapists, psychiatrists, substance abuse counselors, speech therapists and other mental health professionals to meet and to learn from each other about current issues, practice and research findings related to clinical supervision of students and practitioners. While the conference encourages presentations dealing with clinical supervision in general, presentations connected to working with people with AIDS will be particularly welcome. The conference is appropriate for practitioners, clinical supervisors, educators, doctoral students and researchers. The 2006 conference will include: 

· Three pre-conference workshops (June 1st): clinical supervision practice; NIH research grant writing; and a net-working session for clinical supervision researchers.

· Three plenary sessions, with responders, presented by experts on clinical supervision from different professional disciplines. 

· Presentation of juried papers with an emphasis on empirical findings and theory construction. 

· Poster sessions and workshops on clinical supervision practice. 

· Presentations by National Institutes of Health staff describing current funding priorities, mechanisms for funding and tools for developing submissions with opportunities for individual consultation. 

· Interdisciplinary informal round table discussions on “Hot Topics in Clinical Supervision”.  

· An opportunity to have selected presentations included in a special conference issue of The Clinical Supervisor. 
Note: Continuing education credits were approved for the 2005 conference by the American Psychology Association, the National Association of Social Work, the National Board of Certified Counselors, Credentialed Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Counselors, Credentialed Prevention Professional, and Credentialed Prevention Specialist programs. Similar approvals will be sought for the 2006 conference.
